Afterschool Program Issues Amended IFB

The Community Education Section has reopened the
Invitation for Bid (IFB) for the 21st Century Community
Learning Center (21st CCLC) Afterschool Program for
the 2007-2008 school year. An amended IFB was posted
to the Web, August 23. The amended IFB form must be
submitted to the Department
for consideration in this
competition.

The 21st CCLCs provide
opportunities for academic
enrichment during non-school
hours (before-school, after-
school, and summer) in a
community learning center
environment.

Since 1997, the federal 21st CCLC grants program has
provided funding for after-school programs. The program
allocated nearly $14 million for Missouri after-school
programs during the last fiscal year. Nationally, the program
provides $1 billion to support state after-school programs,
which are important to No Child Left Behind.

Literacy, Key to Good Health and Well-Being
Theme of 2007 International Literacy Day

September 8 is an occasion to give hope to the millions
of women, men and children who cannot read or write even
their own names. International Literacy Day is a timely
reminder to the world about the importance of literacy for
individuals, families, communities, and whole societies.

“Literacy, key to good health and well-being” is the
theme of International Literacy Day 2007. The official
celebration is taking place in Bamako, Mali at the African
Regional Conference in Support of Global Literacy, held
from September 10-12, 2007.

In 1965, the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and
Cultural Organization (UNESCO) designated September 8 as
International Literacy Day. Each year, the UNESCO Secre-
tary-General issues a statement, and four prizes are awarded.
Local organizations often plan their own celebrations.

Literacy in the United States is measured by the U.S.
Department of Education, National Center for Education
Statistics. A new report, Adult Literacy in Missouri, Results
from the 2003 State Assessment of Adult Literacy (SAAL),
was released in mid-March.

Submission Deadline November 1
for Perkins 11l Accountability Data

This is the final year for Perkins 111 accountability data. It
is to be submitted by local grant recipients by November 1. The
Department’s electronic system should be open for data submission
on October 1.

Career and Technical Education programs are entering a
new era with Perkins 1V, said Administration and Accountability
Services Director Don Walker. He notes the data will look very
different as the definitions are changing, as well as several of the
performance indicators.

The potential for the new Missouri Student Information System
(MOSIS) and data uploading for the 2008 reporting year should
improve data quality and efficiency, he says. The student-level
record system is designed to reduce the data burden on local schools
and districts. When fully implemented, MOSIS will help school
districts maintain more accurate information and manage student
data more efficiently.

Career Education Programs
Readying for Perkins IV

November 15 is the deadline for local education agencies
(LEAS) to notify the Division of Career Education how they
plan to participate in the career education program reauthorized
by the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education
Improvement Act of 2006, also known as Perkins IV.

Correspondence from the Division of Career Education to
be sent to secondary and postsecondary schools the first week
of September outlines the criteria to qualify for Perkins IV
funding and options available to participate. LEAs will need to
determine whether 1) to participate as a stand-alone fiscal agent,
2) to enter into a consortium, or 3) to not take an allocation.

The Perkins IV program authorizes the legislation through
Fiscal Year 2013. The federal program represents one of the
largest investments in our nation’s high schools and is a key
component of our secondary and postsecondary education sys-
tems. Missouri receives more than $23 million in federal dollars
each year for Career and Technical Education.

For secondary schools, the funding formula is based on
the number of individuals served ages 5-17 who reside in
the school district. The formula also considers how many
individuals are from families below the poverty level. Funding
for postsecondary schools is based on the number of individuals
enrolled in approved career education programs that were
Federal Pell Grant recipients and were recipients of assistance
from the Bureau of Indian Affairs.

The funding criteria is the same as it was for the Perkins 111
program, said Sandy Withers, Supervisor of Career Education
Finance. In general, the criteria requires an LEA to generate
a minimum allocation ($15,000 secondary and $50,000 post-
secondary) and have career education programs of sufficient
size, scope, and quality. If an LEA does not meet the minimum
criteria, it can choose to enter into a consortium.

The Division of Career Education will notify each LEA
around January 1, 2008, of its Perkins IV consortium structure.




Missouri FBLA Students Capture Honors
at National Competitive Events

An exceptional year for Missouri FBLA culminated with the
National Leadership Conference in Chicago, June 28-July 1. At
that event, approximately 69 FBLA chapters were represented
with more than 130 business students participating in competi-
tive events. Missouri placed third in the nation in total number of
medals received. Missouri students and the Jackson High School
chapter shared in nearly $4,000 in cash awards.

Missouri FBLA also is honored to be represented at the
national level by Michael Miller who is currently serving as the
National FBLA Treasurer. Miller is a senior at Carl Junction
High School.

In 2006-2007 Missouri FBLA had over 15,000 members, an
increase of nearly three percent from the previous year. Missouri
is second only to Georgia for total membership, and this year the
State Officer Team has set a goal to continue increasing member-
ship.
