LESSON FIVE: Go Free or Die

Students explain examples of sensory details and figurative language within the context of fiction, nonfiction, and prose using the book Go Free or Die.

LEARNING ACTIVITIES

1. Label two charts or two columns on the board with Figurative Language and Sensory Details Chart graphic organizer. Give each student a slip of paper with figurative language/sensory phrase. Place the figurative language/sensory explanations in a box, sack, etc. Draw an explanation from the box, sack, etc. and the student with the matching phrase identifies themselves and posts the phrase and explanation under the heading of figurative language or sensory detail.

	“once in a blue moon”
	a very rare event

	take no active part

	“call a spade, a spade”
	to speak plainly - to describe something as it really is

	“counting sheep”
	attempting to get sleep

	success comes to those who prepare well and put in effort

	“a labor of love”
	work undertaken for the pleasure of it or for the benefit of a loved one

	“a man after my own heart”
	a kindred spirit – someone to agree with

	“a picture paints a thousand words”
	a picture tells a story as well as large amount of descriptive text

	a suggestion that a thing is what it is, not what it is called

	acts which are outside human control
