Appropriation / flow-through: Approximately $970,000 
· The General Assembly budgeted $1 million for eMINTS grants (subject to 3% withholding).
· No funding was budgeted for Science or Mathematics curriculum grants. 

Tentatively Approved eMINTS Grants: 
· Approval decisions for Year 1 competitive eMINTS grants are based on total score, quadrant, and funds available per quadrant and overall program.
· Priority is given first to highest-scoring grant in each quadrant. If funding allows, the next priority is to fund additional grants based on quadrant allocation and funds remaining. 
· Final approval is contingent upon the state receiving the appropriation.

Scoring of all Applications submitted for FY09 METS School Grants Program
The tables below detail the scores received by first-year competitive grants under the state METS School Grants Program for 2008-09. As proposed, districts submitted applications to one of three programs, with the eMINTS grants supporting classroom resources and professional development to assist educators in using effective instructional strategies powered by technology and the Mathematics and Science grants offering curricular resources and related professional development to help educators adopt and implement standards-based curriculum models. Note, however, that the final appropriation was set at $1 million, with all funds earmarked for eMINTS projects. 
The tables below rank applicant districts by total score for each METS School Grants program and quadrant. The total score is the sum of the Narrative and Economic Need scores. Grant Type includes Elementary, Middle, or High school. The application narratives were reviewed by panels of Missouri educators April 14-17. The narrative score (100 points possible) is the average of the three reader scores. Economic Need (10 points possible) is based on the percentage rate of students eligible for the Free and Reduced Lunch Program. Department staff assigned the need scores using the conversion tables provided in the program’s administrative manual (pages 27-29). 
Note that the name of the top-scoring application is provided at the top of each Program Quadrant listing. Despite the fact there isn’t enough funding to support all of the programs, the Department acknowledges the quality of these applications, and the work required in designing their projects and writing the grant narratives.
